 ROLL CALL	Anderson City Council was called to order by Mayor, Samantha Thompson at 7:30 PM.

Doug Poage	Doug Poage handed out maps and diagrams on the gravity sewer system frozen sewer mains and manhole maps plus a letter addressed to the City Council which is available by email upon request to the City Clerk. Doug Poage stated that on figure 1 and 2 maps that the orange represents freeze ups blue represents houses occupied in the winter. He would like to put dosing systems in people’s homes. He explained it’s like the one we have in the city building. Scott Thompson suggested that the clinic be used as a dosing system and did not know why it was not hooked up to the sewer system. Doug Poage said they did not hook up the clinic because there was no grade. Doug was asked how much a dosing system would cost and he answered it’s a plumbing and it’s not cheap. Scott Thompson stated that we still have pumps and tanks which were purchased already and suggested they put pump houses on City land on the left hand side of First Street.  Doug Poage reported that they are going to flush and inspect the service lines. If there is reverse grade they will fix it. Dugger’s is going to be dewatered and excavate to the south. Kyle Fulford asked Scott Thompson if they found rags in the lines and if they did Kyle Fulford said we should put out notices on what not to flush. Scott Thompson informed him that the city clerk has put out notices on what not to flush down the sewer. Doug Poage stated that last November they noticed the straps on the manholes broke because they were close to the edge and caused infiltration so they put longer straps and put seal boss epoxy stuff where the leaks are and what they found they don’t have problems in 4 but in 3 they had much decreased problems and they plan to retreat them. Manhole 71 and 6 will get longer straps. 
	After much discussion the city council disagreed with putting dosing systems in people’s homes.

Correspondence	The trip report from Jeremy Johnson was about the chart of accounts and budgeting and was discussed by the Council Members and Mayor Samantha Thompson will look it over and make a decision on how to proceed.
			

Reports	Denali Borough Clay Walker handed out copies of his Email to the Council. Mayor Walker reported that he has sent in his Mayor Budget to the Assembly, who will meet tomorrow in Healy.
	 Mayor Walker explained that once he gives the budget to the assembly it becomes their budget. He did propose that the City of Anderson receive the same amount ($42,500.00) of Borough Municipal Assistance as last year. 
	Mayor Walker stated he toured the Fairbanks Landfill on March 10th and was impressed with their Caterpillar 826 Compactor and the borough landfill needs a compactor to help them operate more efficiently. He appreciated the discussion he had regarding groundwater monitoring requirements of DEC since both facilities are facing the similar challenges.
	Mayor Walker stated that he testified before the finance committee on behalf of AML on bills SB207, 208, 209 and 210 these bills increase both the PERS and TRS contribution rate in each of the next several years. They also define the Revenue Sharing as Community Assistance, eliminate the Alaska Performance Scholarship and turn the Senior Citizen property tax exemption over to municipalities. The Borough and AML are not opposing the Revenue sharing change, but are opposing the proposed PERS shift. 
	Mayor Walker invited everyone to the 25th Anniversary Denali Borough Celebration and BBQ on May 21st at the Tri Valley Community Center.
	There are new restaurant and hotel coming to the canyon. Mayor Walker was asked about Marijuana vendors in the canyon and said there is one man interested but hasn’t applied for retail business called Denali Cannabis Cache yet but is going before the Assembly tomorrow night to introduce himself.
	The community assistance program will be a good thing for smaller communities. 
	
	
	Mr. Hoffman informed the Council that they have 34 students at this time.  They have three graduates this year and graduation is May 27th. The 24th of May is track and field at the elementary and everyone’s invited. 
	Mr. Hoffman stated that the school board approved fixing the roof at the school. He stated they have a second elementary teacher in January. 
	There is a pizza sale coming up on April 28th. They have tours on their nature trails. 





Departmental Reports	
 
Park	Jeff Taylor asked for an official letter from the City to Dave Arieno (AMGA) telling them they cannot shoot into the woods only on the range and nowhere else. Samantha Thompson told the clerk to keep it simple and send it out tomorrow.

Environmental	Carl Leake stated that there has been some confusion about the lift stations. According to what he’s read there were three possible choices but we got  the one with just one lift station and one force main and according to what he’s read we should have heat tape on force main and plastic  around the  manholes and all lines were suppose to have tracers on them so you could find them with a metal detectors and have to flush only once a year but with these shortfall it’s not up to us to fix this it’s up to the Engineers and Doug Poage. Carl Leake stated that they have piecemealed this system and yes they gave us two jetters and a see snake but according to plans we should not have needed them. Carl Leake stated that dosing stations should not be put  into people’s houses. Kyle Fulford stated he thinks that we should plow the force main road to see if it does freeze up then we will have a problem in the future. Scott Thompson replied that they don’t plow to keep people from going to lagoon since its raw sewage and equipment has been stolen and he can get down there in the loader.  Kyle Fulford told Scott Thompson that he should put the equipment somewhere we can keep an eye on it. Carl Leake stated that we need more lift stations. Chip Morris told Carl Leake he should look over the proposal from DEC report he did and add bullet points of things that weren’t done so he can pass it onto Talerico who passes it on to DEC. Carl Leake thanked Chip Morris for the work he did. Samantha Thompson said she will take the report from Chip Morris home and go over it. Chip Morris told Carl Leake if we have to get dosing systems he wants to make sure the state supplements our expenditures because of their mistakes, but he doesn’t trust the state.   Scott Thompson stated that the dosing tank in the back of City Hall  is meant for 50 gallons not 500 gallons a day the burner tubes were rusted through and have to be replaced and its only three years old. It dumps four times a day and it’s a 200 gallon tank. Chip Morris stated we need to keep pestering them and the lawsuit will take time and Mayor Samantha Thompson stated the lawsuit is the last resort. Carl Leake stated were not engineers and  we should let Doug Poage and the State figure out what’s going to work and he doesn’t want to sign his name saying this will work and Samantha Thompson agreed.
	Scott Thompson informed the Council that he went over  Doug Poage letter  for five hours and where it says the manhole s are installed correctly they are not correct according to design. He suggested the Council look at this letter at home. Scott Thompson stated where they are bragging they bought us equipment yes they did we asked for a vehicle that would get the job done which cost $93,000 instead they bought a $12,000.00 small jetter then a $70,000.00 jetter then a $17,000.00 van to put it in and water truck to supply it , so they spent 118,000.00  instead of buying the one the cities contractor suggested. In the three pages there are at least 23 discrepancy such as PDC  doing routine inspections on the construction of this system but we know for sure they haven’t shown up on the job and the Engineer from PDC has refused to enter any manhole once any part of  the main was connected to a home. Scott Thompson suggested we check CE2 daily logs and see when PDC was called for an inspection and if or when they showed up. Chip Morris asked Scott Thompson which letter this refers to and Scott said it’s the email Chip Morris sent out and Chip Morris stated it was from DEC and the city clerk stated she talked to DEC and was told that Doug Poage was the respondent.  Chip Morris thanked Scott Thompson for following up on the email. Scott Thompson stated if there was 48 hours in a day  he is would give us another 4 hours  but he’s been thawing and will be thawing and needs to get at least one hour of sleep. Scott Thompson stated he knows more about this system than anyone on the council because he was here when Doug Poage first came here and was at all the council meetings and what we picked and what was shoved down our throats then he was working for the city so I worked on their mistakes. Scott Thompson agreed with Carl that we give them excuses, we should not be telling how to fix it.  Doug Poage stopped talking to him because Scott stopped telling him how to fix stuff now Scott just tells Doug its broke and you need to fix it and now Scott is not the escape goat. If they put in dosing systems they should be on city land because what would happen if the house burned down then where would the system be and how would the public works department get access into these homes if the people are not at home.  Chip Morris stated he thinks we should put this into a single document and send a delegation to DEC or invite them here. All Doug Poage is doing is answering these emails and telling them look what we did for the city. Carl Leake thanked Scott Thompson for his input. Chip Morris stated he’s schedule to go to Juneau on the 19th and he can go earlier and meet with those guys as long as he has a piece a paper to take with him. Bob Smith stated it’s a capital idea. Samantha Thompson told Chip Morris to read over what Scott Thompson gave him and sees what else he needs and we might not have it together before he goes to Juneau. Scott Thompson stated if you read those books and see any other differences send me an email or text and he will add it to his list.  



Land	Bob Smith informed the Council that we received a draft land conveyance on the highway land tracts A,C,D,E, & G of Land Survey 2010-27 containing 260.35 acres are being recorded in the Nenana Recording district on March 29,2016 as Plat No. 2016-2. Bob Smith stated the state will keep mineral rights. There was discussion on whether or not the City will have gravel rights. No motion or signature needed. Bob Smith thinks we should sell the property to bring in some income and tax the land. If the property is sold it should go into a separate account not into general fund for emergency.

Public Safety	Scott Thompson reported he organized an EMT Class to be held on Clear 	
	AFB we will spend eight hundred each and four or five people from Clear will be attending. The class should cost eight thousand.  We need EMT because we were unable to provide service for six out of seven calls. Forestry asked for anyone with a red card and can travel to Valdez or other places the truck makes twenty one hundred per day and forestry pays the employees. Last year the brush truck made thirty two hundred we paid five thousand four years ago. On the class the instructor gets paid five thousand and we bought the dummy instead of renting. Forestry left pamphlets in the city hall and they will be ticketing people that do not have legal barrels or permits. The permits are in the hallway and the city clerk does not give out permits anymore. April First is the first burn permit day. Scott Thompson stated that the barrels have to be metal with 3 evenly spaced 3 inch square vents backed by metal screens with a ground clearance down to mineral soil or gravel and six feet round with an extended metal screen on top. You will be fined for burning painted or treated wood. You cannot burn in a barrel under burn suspensions or burn bans. Clay Walker said there are free barrels available at the dump.

	Marijuana taxation was discussed as possible future income for the city. 
	Jeff Taylor stated we should tax 5% for retail like everywhere else in the state. Scott Thompson said we should charge less tax like 1 or 2% to attract marijuana business. Samantha Thompson stated the retail should be the same as everywhere else but the wholesale should be at 1 or 2 % to get people to do a grow operation and produce jobs. Bob Smith said he could lease his fifty five acres. Carl Leake stated he votes we tax it. The city clerk took a vote on Retail for 5% and Wholesale at 1 ½% four Council Members voted yes by a show of hands.  The City Clerk informed the City Council that we will have to do an Ordinance which will need two public hearings. William Morris stated he is characteristically opposed to any drug sales, distribution or warehousing and will vote against it because he never seen anything good come from any drug culture. He is concerned with what type of people it will attract. Mayor Samantha Thompson explained that this is taxation only.

New Business	William Morris excused himself as a council member and handed out a letter of intent to purchase 76.33 acres of tract E Lot2-A, ASLA No 97-35 Plat No. 98-3NRD. He is making an offer of 2100.00 per acre for a total of #160,293.00. he request first option to buy with the understanding that terms and conditions have yet to be decided or announced by the City of Anderson. Proposed usage of the land is several fold including business operation and warehouse storage, laundry/ shower, respectable housing for commercial operations ect. This offer represents a survey of like property sold between north Nenana and Healy during recent years to date. The landfill borders this property. Clay Walker asked if this is the land that the city and borough swapped. Scott Thompson said he thought it was. Clay Walker asked that the Borough Land manager Marsha look over this before you make any decisions. William Morris decided to withhold his proposal until this gets straightened out. He will check with Marsha and the city records to find out about the land swap. Scott Thompson explained that we the city had to get the patent before we can do the land swap. William Morris wants it on record that he is interested in this land. Mayor Samantha Thompson stated she wants it on record that her position is she is opposed to selling the land for a man camp or any kind of living quarters. She wants any kind of business that will be an asset to the city. She would lease it for a man camp but will not sell it. Jeff Taylor asked about leasing it and she is not opposed to leasing it as long as it will benefit the city. William Morris said no business person is going to commit any kind of substantial revenue under a lease. 

Public Access: 	David Evans introduced himself as a Borough Assembly Member he stated that as far as VSW we should just do bullet points and make them address them all because after a couple years they will just ignore us. He wished us luck on it. Keep documenting. On the rail road land in the borough he sits in the lets sell it camp and most people do not want to lease land to put in a business. Mayor Samantha Thompson said we do not want to sell the highway land we would like a gas station or a store.
