Reports	Denali Borough Clay Walker handed out his monthly Mayor report to Council Members and stated he would like to have a meeting with Bob Smith, Nancy Hollis, Dorothy Leake and Gail and Marsha about the highway land swap.


	
Correspondence	Mayor Samantha Thompson instructed the Council Members to read the emails from Dave Leavy, Sandi Trumbower, Sid Michaels, Mary Beth Michaels and DEC Representative Neil Lehner on Alaska Railroad proposal to issue a ground lease to Central Monofill Services for a Monofill and Class 1 solid waste landfill. 
	Denali Borough Mayor Clay Walker suggested the Council consider all the information provided and keep an open mind when Shane Durand (CMS) Central Monofill Services addresses them and he knows how much regulation it takes to start this operation. He stated that they are the biggest recycler in the state and if they get this it will be dead center in the state and will be on railroad system. Jeff Taylor said he’s worried about the airborne aspect of it. The city clerk had to make copies of the original letter from Sandi Trumbower sent to the Director of the Railroad. Bob Smith thanked Sandi Trumbower for her letter. 

Public Hearing 7-8:15	Mayor Samantha Thompson suspended the Regular Meeting and introduced Shane Durand from Central Monofill Services, (CMS).
	 Mr. Durand addressed the City Council and the Public on his company wanting to lease land from the railroad at mile 279 parks highway for a Material Storage, Monofill and Class 1 Landfill. CMS is developing the monofill to serve the planned demolition at Clear Air Force Station and exploring ways to support Denali’s Zero Waste efforts. The most significant concern is the drinking water. CMS will collect groundwater data at the Clear View site to establish current water quality. The class 1 landfill will include a liner and leachate collection system and provide the highest level of environmental controls for waste disposal facilities in the area. The proposed site is five miles away from the city of Anderson and there are five existing and former waste disposal facilities in the ADEC data base. These include Class II landfills, monofill, sludge disposal facilities. Also the water table is 130’ deep and the state requirement is only 10’ separation to the bottom of a Class I Landfill or monofill.
	Some of the concerns from the public were: Is there going to be dumping coming in from other parts of Alaska? How do you repair the liner is it leaks. Will there be Hazmat Training for firefighters. Will the landfill have a fence around it? How many employees? Mr. Durand informed the council that he will be addressing the Borough Assembly at the Anderson school tomorrow.
