Correspondence	Mayor Thompson read a flyer with an invite from the Library Board to a Ladies Night Out on Thursday March 13th at 5:30, and a flyer about the Grant offering from Denali Borough for Fuel Stove Exchange.

Reports                                       Denali Borough Mayor Clay Walker reported that Marge and Dale Nord received the 1st Community Service Award for their 30 years volunteering at Cantwell Fire Department. Mayor Walker discussed a preliminary DNR decision regarding Borough Municipal Land Entitlements. The decision is available on the Denali Borough website and comments are due by April 4. Mayor Walker advertised a seasonal position at the landfill at $16.00 per hour from April-September. Mayor Walker discussed the desire to top coat the road to the landfill and possibly working with the City of Anderson on this project. Mayor Thompson suggested talking to Scott Thompson and the City has to take in consideration labor for working on the crusher.
 	
HEALTH & SOCIAL	William Morris reported just waiting for VSW to return.
PUBLIC SAFETY	Rupert Smith reported the grants were submitted on time, and that we are working on a grant from DuPont NVFC to receive bunker gear. Donna Smith has been certified as an EMT. As always we need volunteers.

PARK	Mayor Thompson reported Park is closed

ADMINISTRATION	Mayor Thompson reported doors at City Building are fixed.

PUBLIC WORKS	Mayor Thompson reported worked on installing new lights in fire hall and shop.

LAND	Mayor Thompson received a call about buying the land at the end of Clear Road and her thoughts are if we should not sell the land and wanted the other Council Members opinions. Mayor Thompson can’t see a man camp on the highway that would not benefit the city in the future.  Carl Leake agreed with the Mayor. The caller would be coming out tomorrow to meet with Scott Thompson to look at other property down at the park to lease for up to ten years. Mayor Thompson said that some properties have been bought in town and there are more houses available. Mayor Walker said Denali Borough has been approached about man camps. 

ENVIRONMENTAL	Carl Leake stated that Scott Thompson has been very busy and is grateful for Micah Reams being hired to help him out. They repaired the lift station with some help from CE2 and the back flow valve is working. Carl Leake reported we have had conservatively seventy-five percent of the towns sewer has froze up and were into cost of  13 to 15thousand repair costs for thawing and had to hire Bigfoot Pumping which is costing close to 10 thousand dollars. We do not have the steam system or water supply or personnel to flush the sewer mains. We will be sending out a letter to customers informing them they will have to pay whether they are hooked up or not.  Carl Leake does not believe the sewer has  been installed the way it was designed otherwise we wouldn’t be freezing up and there is no reason to believe that CE2 or VSW is going to correct  this problem and last year they said they fixed the problem but there have been more freeze ups this year. Carl Leake thought we should not charge customers for frozen lines. The City is looking at another 30- 50 thousand dollars of revenue we will need to maintain the system. Mayor Thompson said if they do not fix and Carl Leake said he doesn’t believe they are going to fix it. William Morris asked if we could put in wells that would automatically runs the system but Carl Leake said you need to warm the water up to clear the ice in the lines. Carl Leake reported that on some houses there is ground water infiltration.  Mr. Snyder and Mr. Dugger are at the end of the lines and can’t be expected to dump hot water heaters full of water to keep their lines open and Carl Leake thinks we might need to put lift stations at each one of these houses. Mayor Thompson said we shouldn’t be paying for lift stations and told the City Clerk to call AML/JIA Insurance to see if they will represent us far as the warranty, because we do not have the budget to pay for VSW’s project. The City Clerk suggested contacting the Lawyer because VSW and the City have the same insurance company. Rupert Smith asked if we have accepted the project as completed and Carl Leake said it’s not a matter of accepting it it’s a matter of them pulling out and we are going to be left with it. Also we can’t plow out to the lagoon because pipes will freeze and they left out a lift station. Carl Leake reported that William Nelson is cleaning sewage out of basement because his sewer was frozen and William Nelson is talking about suing Village Safe water.  Mayor Samantha Thompson reported that our attorney is taking care of MTA lawsuit which was caused by CE2 Engineering pulling up telephone lines. After much discussion the City Council decided to get legal representation to get a warranty before we sign off on the sewer project. 
	 

OLD BUSINESS	Letter to Sewer Customers Mayor Thompson made a motion to table till next month. Motion passed unanimously.
