Correspondence	Mayor Samantha Thompson reported that Paul Dempster resigned from City Council. The letter of resignation was passed around. The Council Members accepted Paul Dumpsters’ resignation.   

PUBLIC ACCESS	Denali Borough Clay Walker reported there will be having more ALNG meetings he will be on the Municipal Advisory Board for the ALNG and will be going to Anchorage in July. The PILT SB 138 is good because we do not pay taxes. He wants to make it fair. Funding issue in award documents that 7 different applicants will not be in compliance for funding next year unless the borough changes their code and instead do Revenue Sharing from the Borough to the City. Mayor Walker reported the Assembly passed the budget and there are land issues the lands in the northern part of the borough and they are happy with the selection and the meeting is tomorrow night. July 1st the tipping fees will be going up to 115.00 and junk cars will be a flat fee of $25.00.
	Tricia Turley reported the school did trash picked up last week of school and graduation was wonderful and the town showed up for it. She will be putting out flower pots. New Teacher Steven Hawkins coming to Anderson and lives in Bear Creek and has already met the students. He will be working both Cantwell and Anderson.


PUBLIC WORKS	William Nelson reported that Scott Thompson has got the transmission back in the dump truck and trying to get it to run correctly. Still need to put straps on the fuel tanks. VSW is working on rebuilding the grader they bought the parts and are now installing them. VSW has given the Ok to bring back life into our spreader box and will be using it to put calcium on the roads. The farm tractor had both front tire repaired and one on the shop truck needed repair.

ENVIRONMENTAL	Carl Leake reported that CE2 has been insulating manholes in hopes that will fix the freezing problems. VSW is buying a 2000 gallon water truck to be used on the system. The Anderson Lagoon is 90% done under new permit. We can take the solids just as soon as they start bringing them in. Still need the dump truck finished to haul top cover.

	h) Library future funding. Mayor Clay Walker informed the City Council that the Library and Anderson VFD and five other departments aren’t State registered non- profit and according to the Denali Borough Code we are not compliant and he thinks that the borough should change the code to fund municipalities and to empower the City Council so they will appropriate the funds as they see fit. Mayor Walker is proposing to do Revenue Sharing to the City instead of contribution to non- profits such as the City and Library. On a per capita basis by ordinance every year the city would get more than we did this year. Fire and Ems funding will remain the same. There would be no quarterly reports and you wouldn’t need separate boards. Mayor Thompson asked about funding for radios and Mayor Walker said it is under DESSA and since Anderson is under the city it was not included in it. He suggested getting homeland security grant to help with the radios. Tri Valley radio system and he had assurances from Rusty and its issues are with the State. Mayor Thompson asked if there is any mechanism for getting funds from the borough and he said not at this time. Nancy Hollis offered to work with Mayor Walker on drafting the language for the code changes. Mayor Thompson said we should write a resolution in support of changing the code. 
	Mayor Thompson told Nancy Hollis she can go to the grant writing class in Anchorage. 

PUBLIC ACCESS	Daryl Turley would like to do another community picnic in August.  Candace Mudge said she would play on the 2nd weekend of August. The clerk put it on the calendar. Mayor Walker informed everyone that there are over 100 burn barrels at the landfill for free. Set date of June 24, 2014 at 7:30 for 2nd reading of FY 15 Budget. Tricia Turley complained that she keeps getting monthly invoices when she has paid in advance. After much discussion with Nancy Hollis Mayor Thompson suggested just sending statements if they do not owe for that month.
